	Topic: Three Main Purposes in Writing




	Essential Question: -What are three main purposes in writing?


	What do students need to learn to be able to answer the Essential Question?

Assessment Prompt_1_: Explain each main purpose 
Assessment Prompt_2_: Match each purpose to a specific example of text


	Activating Strategy: Give students the following questions and a collection of several answers on small strips of paper. Have students sort the answers into different categories and paste them under the correct question stem. Talk about how an author has different purposes for writing: identify categories. Ask for and provide examples of each category.

-What do people say or do to make a story humorous? (Entertainment-humor)

-What types of things in stories create fear? (entertainment-fear)

-How do people describe things so that you can see them? (descriptive-inform)

-What strategies do people use to persuade others to agree? (Persuasive)

-What do people use to give someone information? (Inform-how to)

	Key vocabulary to preview: -Entertain –Persuade – Inform –Describe – Humor -Fear

	Teaching Strategies: -Reflect back upon the previous day’s lesson concerning Author’s purpose. Ask students about their new understanding of Author’s purpose.

-Ticket-In-The-Door: Have students complete T-I-D where they answer the previous day’s lesson essential question: What term defines the author’s reason for writing a particular piece of literature?

-Upon finishing the T-I-D, introduce the new lesson essential question. (What are the three main purposes in writing?)
-Introduce each form by reviewing each on page 104 in red literature book. (Prentice Hall) **Initially prompt students by asking them to explain their understanding of each purpose presented. 
-As each purpose is introduced, provide examples by discussing:

1) That textbooks are examples of writing to inform. They contain facts and information designed to teach the reader something.

2) Advertisements are examples of writing meant to persuade. They often appeal to the emotions and only present details or opinions favorable to the services or product offered.

3) Fiction is usually written to entertain, not always through humor, but often through fear or horror as well. ** Prompt students by asking them to give an example of a possible text that would be written with each of the purposes in mind. 
-Discuss with students that there is often a general purpose for writing as well as a specific purpose. Distinguish between the two by visiting the example on pg. 104 in the red literature book. 

-Read Aloud Activity: Read aloud texts from “Teen Vogue” and “Sports Illustrated Kids” and have students use provided graphic organizer to chart details, facts, and/or opinions expressed in the text. After charting these, students are to determine what general and specific purpose the text was written for based upon the above information. They are to chart all findings on the graphic organize



	Instruction:

AP #1: Introduce each form by reviewing the definitions/characteristics of each on pg. 104 in Red Literature Book. **Initially prompt students by asking them to explain their understanding of each purpose presented. 

AP #2: Provide examples by discussing the purposes with specific type of text. ** Prompt students by asking them to give an example of a possible text that would be written with each of the purposes in mind. 


	Assignments and Extending Thinking Activity : Edmodo and Glogster- Students are to read through the posted excerpts of literature and informational text posted on Edmodo. After reading, students are to create a glog where they demonstrate their understanding and analysis of the general and specific purpose of each. 

	Summarizing Strategy: Informal Formative Assessment: Students are to answer the lesson essential question as a Ticket-Out-The-Door. (What are the three main purposes in writing? Identify and Explain) This assessment serves as an informal formative assessment which measures student understanding regarding the three main purposes of writing.
