	Topic: Characteristics of Nonfiction (informational Text)




	Essential Question: -How real are main characteristics of Nonfiction?


	What do students need to learn to be able to answer the Essential Question?

Assessment Prompt_1_: Nonfiction (Informational Text) is as real as the truth contained within the text. 
Assessment Prompt_2_: The truth behind informational text depends on the facts and/or opinions presented within that text. (Fact vs. Opinion)
Assessment Prompt_3_: The main characteristics of Nonfiction are real people, events, ideas, point-of view, purpose, mood, tone, and author’s style. 

	Activating Strategy: Read aloud from “A Voice that Challenged a Nation.” –Russell Freedman
                                              Collaborative Pairs/Brainstorm: Forms-Characteristics of Nonfiction based on prior knowledge.

	Key vocabulary to preview: Nonfiction (Informational Text) –Truth –Real –Fact –Opinion –Point-Of-View –Purpose –Mood –Tone –Author’s Style

	Teaching Strategies: 
-Written Pre-Assessment: Characteristics of Nonfiction, Main Idea, and Author’s Purpose. Assess students’ prior knowledge.
-Whole Group: Revisit Patricia C. McKissack’s discussion and read aloud, “Nonfiction Moves from Facts to Truth.” (Pg. 3)  Discussion regarding truth and that the truth remains the most important aspect of nonfiction. Explain the lack of truth compromises the realistic value of the text. AP #1-What is the most important aspect of nonfiction?
-Discuss the term real: What makes writing seem real? Prompt students through discussion. As students share qualities related to information, drive their discussion towards examples such as a scientific article vs. a presidential speech. What informational qualities are present in an informational article? What informational qualities are present in a speech or advertisement?

-Fact vs. Opinion Scavenger Hunt Activity w/Graphic Organizer. Collaborative Group Activity. Modified T-Chart G. Organizer. Students search several texts within their group for five examples of facts/opinions. Group Discussion facts should be able to be proven to be true, without proof, facts are lacking in the truth. Opinions are the author’s thoughts and feelings on an idea and are often influenced based on bias. **Remind students that the truth in nonfiction depends on facts and/or opinions within the text. AP#2: What does the truth of nonfiction writing depend on?

-Referral to textbook Pg. 5 Red Book/Pg.5 Teal Book: Elements of Nonfiction. Discuss each element. Refer to the read aloud text above (“The Voice…”) and prompt students to provide an example of each from the read aloud. AP#3: What are the main characteristics of nonfiction?
-Teen Vogue/S.I. Kids informational articles. Glogster. Students are to individually create a glog defining and providing an example of each element/characteristic of Nonfiction. Students present/post glog depending on time and class understanding. 


	Instruction:

AP #1: Whole Group Discussion: What is the most important aspect of nonfiction?
AP #2: Fact Vs. Opinion Scavenger Hunt: What does the truth of nonfiction writing depend on?
AP #3: Read Aloud Referral: What are the main characteristics of nonfiction writing? 


	Assignments and Extending Thinking Activity : 
-Post a few Informational Resources to Edmodo. Have students complete a poll regarding if each article contains the truth based on facts or if the source is biased based on opinion. 

	Summarizing Strategy: Ticket-Out-The-Door- Post It Response. Students should respond to the Lesson EQ.
