	Topic: Text Structure- Analyze the Similarities/Differences within  Various Text Structures




	Essential Question:
-How does understanding the differences and similarities within  the structure of a text help us to better analyze the meaning behind the same text? 

-As readers, how can we analyze conflicting information in different texts to help us idenfify the points of disagreement?  



	What do students need to learn to be able to answer the Essential Question?

Assessment Prompt_1_: Students should understand that the reading skill of making comparisons and contrasting information within the structure of a text helps them to correctly analyze the meaning and style behind the text.
Assessment Prompt_2_: Students should also understand that the ability to correctly analyze conflicting

	Activating Strategy: 
-Index Card Formula Creation – Give students five note cards. Have them write each of the words, “Compare”, “Contrast”, “Structure”, “Text”, and “Analyze” “Meaning.”  After students label each card, have them use the five cards to create a formula that connects all five concepts to the possibility of better understanding literature. **If necessary, prompt students by modeling possible purposes for each concept in the realm of reading literature. Ask students, “How are the five concepts related in better understanding what you’re reading?

-Whole Group Discussion- Have students share their findings with the whole class via whiteboard recording and discussion on why their formula is efficient in better understanding the literature that we read.

	Teaching Strategies:
-Concrete: Lesson regarding the understanding of similarities/differences within text structure in helping to better analyze the text itself

-Whole Group Presentation of the Lesson Essential Question. Reflect back upon the Activating Activity.
Discuss how the ability to compare and contrast information within the structure of a text promotes the ability to analyze and gain a better understanding of the meaning, purpose, and style of the text. Prompt students to think about the many different types of texts and the structures within those texts. Give an example utilizing the original text (literary or informational) and summary of text. 

AP# 1: Activating Reflection/Cue Cards: In order to better analyze the meaning, purpose, and style of a text, as readers we must have the ability to __________ and ____________ information within the text structure. 

Graphic Organizer: Have students create a Venn Diagram Graphic Organizer in the notes section of their binder. Use guided note model via whiteboard to individual student recording. “Comparing Original Text to Summary”/Original Vs. Summary. Discuss findings together to help students understand how comparing the components within the structure of both help them to analyze the true meaning, purpose, and style of the text.

Edmodo/Voki Snapshot: Direct students to Voki Avatar Snapshots concerning the concepts of Original Text Structure to the function/structure of the Summary of Text. Remind students to listen carefully and encourage them to record notes from the snapshot concerning different possible forms of summary if necessary to help guide their viewing and reading for the assignment below. 

Edmodo/Video Summary (travelchannel.com) and Informational Text Reading/Exploration (Wikipedia/Legends.com) Students view a video summary regarding the life/legend of Lavinia Fisher (First Female US Serial Killer) and then read two informational texts regarding the life of Lavinia Fisher. 

Edmodo/Monitoring Progress/Text Structure: Comparing Text to Summary Quiz. Students individually complete a 12 item reflective quiz through Edmodo where they explore the processes of comparing/contrasting information presented within various text structures and analyze how understanding the similar and different information helps to better analyze the meaning, purpose, style, and the reliability of those explored texts. 

Whole Group Discussion- Reflecting upon the assignment above. Present the concept of “Disagreement.” Prompt students to think about the concept of disagreement and ask them what term in the formula activating activity was most closely connected to the term disagreement. As students respond, prompt them further by asking, “How is the reader affected when they find points of disagreement in texts?” Prompt further by asking if they found any points of disagreement in the Lavinia Fisher texts. As students respond and share, explain that the ability to correctly and analyze conflicting information within text structure helps a reader to correctly identify points of disagreement within a text. 
Edmodo: Timed Reflective Writing. Have students think about the class previous class discussion. Have them complete a timed writing activity where they think about conflicting information presented in the Lavinia Fisher texts and respond to the following prompt:

Comparing only two of the Lavinia Fisher texts explain how analyzing conflicting information within the two texts helped you to correctly identify the point of disagreement between the texts. To guide them further have students consider the following: In your comparison think about how well each work was based on complete accuracy and how well the author achieved their purpose of writing an accurate text. How understanding the point of disagreement helps you to determine the accuracy of the text/texts.

Voluntary Report Out- Ask volunteers to share their reflective findings with the class. Build on their reporting with guided perspectives/thoughts to prompt entire class understanding.

	Assignments and Extending Thinking Activity :
-Edmodo/ Literary Analysis-Tell-Tale Heart Re-Cap. Original Text Vs. Structure. –Short Research Project. Students are to revisit Edgar Allen Poe’s Tell-Tale Heart. Students then conduct short research where they find two summaries: 1) Representative of accuracy, conciseness, correctly representative of the main ideas and crucial details. 2) Representative of conflicting information leading to a point of disagreement. 

-Critical Review Essay- Students are to write a critical review of their research findings/summaries. Students will include: 1) A discussion of the two summaries, 2) An opinion on the value of each work, 3) Textual examples to support ideas and make connections for the audience and 4) Ideas and arguments that demonstrate independent thinking. (Pg. 300-304; Red Literature Book; Resources and Examples to guide the development and completion of the written assignment)

	Summarizing Strategy:
-Bumper Sticker- Creation of a Bumper Sticker that creatively displays a slogan, quote, or phrase that summarizes the connection between effective literary analysis and dependant reading strategies learned throughout the lesson.
