	Plan for the Concept, Topic, or Skill --- Not for the Day
	Topic: Intro. Author’s Purpose




	Essential Question: -How is reason related to the Author’s Purpose in writing?


	What do students need to learn to be able to answer the Essential Question?

Assessment Prompt_1_: Explore the connection between reason and purpose.
Assessment Prompt_2_: Explain different possible purposes for writing.

	Activating Strategy: K-W-L : Using provided K-W-L Graphic Organizer, have students think about everything they already know about Author’s Purpose and list it on the appropriate part of the graphic organizer. As a whole group, have students share what they’ve recorded and post ideas on the board concerning this idea. After the class shares, have students record things they would like to know about Author’s Purpose and list those things in the appropriate part of the graphic organizer. After recording, have students share with the class and post ideas on the board.

	Teaching Strategies: 
-Present the lesson essential question (How is reason related to the Author’s Purpose in writing?)

AP #1 Discussion/Activity: Whole Group Activity- Wordsplash Graphic Organizer Development- Have students create a wordsplash organizer where they brainstorm different terms related to the word “Reason.” As students complete the task, share and discuss responses as a class discussion. As students begin to think about the possible connections to the term reason, have students think about how reason is connected to an author’s development of writing. Ask: What is the author’s reason for writing? What do they hope to accomplish in their writing? Relate possible responses to real life experiences in that reason motivates purpose. AP#1 Cue Cards: **Finally, ask Students: What is the relationship between reason and purpose? Have students record their response on index cue card and display when asked. 
-In the opening of the lesson, reflect back upon responses shared during the K-W-L activating activity. Talk about how those concepts are key in helping students to identify the author’s purpose and how that skill will help them improve in reading comprehension.

AP#2 Discussion -Explain that some of the main purposes of writing are to entertain, inform, and persuade the reader and that each possible purpose is based upon the types of details, facts and/or opinions included in the writing. Introduce the terms details, facts, and opinions through the following examples:
-Give a few examples to support the discussion. Ex: Stories and magazine articles are often written to entertain readers through details. Ex: Newspaper articles and some magazine articles are often written to inform readers with facts that can be proven. Ex: Editorials and speeches are often written to persuade readers to support a particular cause or opinion. 

-Collaborative Pair Activity: Have students work on an activity where they read a couple of examples of informational text and decide what purpose the text was written for based upon the details, facts, or opinions present. Ones are readers, twos are recorders. AP#2: Green Light/Yellow Light Post-Its: *Ask students: What are three possible purposes in writing? Students post one thing they are absolutely sure about involving the possible purposes and students post one thing they’re still concerned about involving one of the three possible purposes discussed in the lesson.

AP #1: Whole Group Discussion/Word Splash Activity: Relationship between Reason and Purpose.
AP #2: Whole Group Instruction/ Individual Practice: Collaborative Pair Activity – Possible purposes for writing. 


	Assignments and Extending Thinking Activity : 
Quick Google Based Research: Students find and read an online article regarding the tragedy of 9/11 and research the author’s background and social position in the profession and society. Develop a written connection between the author’s reason and purpose for writing the article in your reflective journal and present your findings/conclusions through a created Voki Avatar. 


	Summarizing Strategy: 
Informal Formative: Students are to complete their K-W-L graphic organizer by listing everything they learned regarding the concept of Author’s Purpose in the “Learned” Column of their graphic organizers. This activity/assessment will measure both prior knowledge and learning gained from the above lesson
