	Topic: Inference-Increasing Understanding of Implied Meanings 




	Essential Question:
·  How do we use the reading skills of making predictions and inferences to increase our understanding of the implied meanings of others?

	What do students need to learn to be able to answer the Essential Question?

Assessment Prompt_1_: Students should understand the difference between stated and implied meanings. 
Assessment Prompt_2_: Students should understand that the basic skill of making predictions and 
                                             Inferences can help them to understand the implied meanings of those around

                                             them by using details to infer what is unstated in their surroundings, making 

                                             connections to infer what really happened, and recognizing emotional appeals 

                                             to determine someone’s intentions. 



	Activating Strategy: 
-Think-Pair-Share: Have students think about the inference skills they’ve learned in reading the novel Forged By Fire with a partner. They should record as many skills as they can think of. Prompt them to recall and share the skills they’ve learned in a whole group. Record their thoughts on the board.  

	Key vocabulary to preview: -Implicit –Explicit – Imply/Implied –Connection/Connections – Detail/Details – Emotional Appeal

	Teaching Strategies:
- Whole Group Discussion regarding the term implied from the Lesson EQ. 
-Word-Splash Notes: Implied, Stated. 

-Finish Whole Group Discussion by exploring the differences between the terms stated and implied. 

-AP #1: Cue cards with Green Light/Yellow Light Markers: Explain the differences between the terms implied and stated with appropriate color. 
-Whole Group: Using Developing Questions Skype Handout, revisit the activating activity, by completing Step One activity as a whole group. Explore the correct responses to past lessons and essential questions to prompt thinking.
-Continue Whole Group: Prompt students to think about how the lesson essential questions and skills learned through those questions can relate to every day life. Using Developing Questions Skype Handout, guide students though the process by showing them how the reading questions can relate to real questions concerning our novel’s topic of domestic violence and child abuse. Present the related questions on the board for students to think about. 

-Guide students to Part Three of the Developing Questions Skype Handout. Prompt students again to consider topics relevant to both sets of questions (lesson eqs and related real life questions). Direct those to the “topics to consider” listed in Part Three. 

Collaborative Pairs: In Part Four of Developing Questions Skype Activity, students will work together to develop topic/skill appropriate questions for a future Skype session with a teacher in Port Antonio, Jamaica. Students will present developed topic/skill questions for the teacher to approve.

-Resume Whole Class Discussion to discuss how the process of developing the questions build a sense of understanding of how the learned reading skills can help people in real life determines the implied meanings of others.
