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Extended Thinking through Writing:  A Midsummer Nights Dream Scene Development with Dramatic Effect Writing Assignment
1) Create your own version of a possible Scene ii, from Act III, in Shakespeare’s A Midsummer Night’s Dream. 

2) Your developed scene should follow the events we read in Scene i. 

3) In your Scene ii creation, you should strategically include dramatic elements (through script or stage directions) that will allow your actors a performance which demonstrates the combination of developed elements to produce an original dramatic effect. 

4) Your scene should be original in ideas; however, it must follow a logical pattern of events that progress from the resolution of scene i. 

5) Your scene should be created in the voice of Elizabethan language. If you need assistance, look back over the scene in your literature book to help you correctly phrase your script.
