	Plan for the Concept, Topic, or Skill --- Not for the Day
	Topic: Main Idea 




	Essential Question: -What is the relationship between a topic, main idea, and details in a passage?


	What do students need to learn to be able to answer the Essential Question?

Assessment Prompt_1_: -Main Idea is closely connected to the topic presented in the text.
Assessment Prompt_2_: -Details support the main idea.
Assessment Prompt_3_: -Topic, main idea, and details are dependent on each other in revealing the main idea for the reader.  Main Idea reveals something specific about the topic presented while details provide support in identifying the main idea. 

	Activating Strategy: Envelope Please-Introduce the relationship between topic, main idea, and details. Each student receives an envelope with an example of a topic, main idea, or detail written on the front and a slip of paper inside the envelope on which either topic, main idea, or detail is written. Students then move around the room locating other students who have a topic, main idea and details that go together (groups of 4). Once students find their team, they work together to determine who has the topic, the main idea, and the details. When consensus is reached, students will check the slip of paper in their envelope to see if they are correct. 

	Key vocabulary to preview: -Topic –Main Idea –Detail/Supporting Detail –Relationship –State –Imply –Author’s Message               

	Teaching Strategies: 

-Present the lesson essential question (What is the relationship between a topic, main idea, and details in a passage?)

-In the opening of the lesson, reflect back upon responses shared during the Envelope Please activating activity. Identify and talk about how each concept (topic, main idea, and detail) explored in the activity is key in helping students to correctly identify the main idea of a passage and how that skill will help them improve in reading comprehension.

Explain that the main idea in a passage is the central idea or message (author’s message) in a piece of literature or informational text based on the topic presented and that the main idea (message) is the overall statement that the author wishes to communicate to the reader about the topic. Make sure to note that the topic is broad or “general” while the main idea is specific. AP#1-What is the main idea of a text closely connected to?
-Explain further that Sometimes, the author directly STATES the main idea, but more often, the author IMPLIES or suggests the main idea without stating it. Provide real life (teen, school related) examples to support the discussion. 

In order to determine the main idea, you should scan the text for important DETAILS that support the main idea. (**Remember to make connections between these details in identifying the main idea.) AP#2-What small pieces of information supports the main idea of a text?
*Distinguish the difference in determining the main idea in short vs. long passages. In longer passages, paragraphs have their own main ideas in the form of topic sentences. The topic sentences contain information that constructs support for the main idea of the entire piece of text. Shorter passages contain a single main idea supported by details contained within the passage. 
Model the strategy/process of identifying the main idea based upon the relationship between the topic, main idea, and supporting details. Utilize a short passage identifying the topic and then demonstrating how to find the main idea about the topic based upon the details that supporting the main idea regarding the topic. Model an example of a passage where the main idea is stated and implied. AP#3-What three concepts are dependent on each other to reveal the main idea of a text?
Collaborative Pair Practice: Each pair is given two articles/passages to read. Students should read aloud or silently depending on the dynamics of the pair. After reading each article, students are to engage in the process of finding the main idea by identifying supporting details in the shorter passage, and by identifying the topic sentences and main ideas of paragraphs first, logically leading up the main idea of the entire passage. Students are to use the Topic Tower Graphic Organizer to record their thoughts and share findings with teacher in a conference setting. 

	Instruction:

AP #1: Whole Group Discussion- Main idea is the central idea or message (author’s message) in a piece of writing. AP#1-What is the main idea of a text closely connected to?

AP #2: Whole Group Discussion- The importance of scanning the text for important specific details that support the main idea. AP#2-What small pieces of information supports the main idea of a text?
AP #3: Modeling the strategy of identifying the main idea based upon the relationship between the topic, main idea, and supporting details. AP#3-What three concepts are dependent on each other to reveal the main idea of a text?



	Assignments and Extending Thinking Activity :
Assign Homework: Individual Practice- Identifying Main Idea and Supporting Details. Sports Illustrated Articles-Cam Newton and Keep the Focus on the Field. Students should record their responses on provided graphic organizer and share findings with their class and teacher via Edmodo. After sharing, students are to discuss the relationship between the concepts presented in the Lesson Essential question. 

Written Assessment: Students are to talk to others in their community, neighborhoods, and families and write a one page informational article regarding the reality of paranormal experience based on a real life ghostly experience. The article should include a clear main idea that is either stated or implied, and details to support the main idea. 


	Summarizing Strategy: Edmodo Formal Formative Assessment: Students are to answer the lesson essential question based on their understanding of the relationship between the concepts related to Main Idea. Responses submitted via Edmodo.
Final Assessment: Students are to read an unknown informational text and identify the main idea based on the topic presented and the supportive details related to the main idea. After identifying the main idea and supporting details, students are to explain how they determined their response based upon the process of properly identifying the main idea.
